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c. Sabbatical Report

John Osthoff, Professor of Computer Informations Systems used a PowerPoint presentation
to report his sabbatical research on the 015 Networking Program.

Professor Osthoff expressed the following reasons for the needed program change.
• Market shifts in networking skills
• Staying current with industry standards
• Increased demand for introductory course
• Enable student to acquire skills for immediate use on the job

Osthoff expressed the importance of having a CCNA (Cisco Certified Network Associate)
Certificate. BCC’s certificatIon can lead to CCNA. The CCNA will prepare IT professionals for
the abIlIty to install and configure routed and switched networks, while applying the basic
principles of operation and troubleshooting. Cisco certified Network professional (CCNP) is
number 9 on the list of highest paying technical certifications.

CCENT Is the new pre-requisite certification for advanced technoio certifications.

CCIS Networking curriculum aligns to the redesign of the Cisco CCENT and CCNA Routing and
Switching certIfications exams.

Each course will run ½ a semester.
Introduction to Networks (1st half of 1t semester). Routing and Switching Essentials (2 half
of 1’ semester), CCENT Certification
Scaling Networks (1 half of 2W semester), Connecting Networks (2nd half of 21W semester),
CCNA

Reworking the course flow will:
• Optimize for student employment opportunities with CCENT as the foundation to

pursue advanced technologIes.
• Enable students to acquire skills for immediate use on the job.
• Students learn switching earlier in instructional flow.

These courses provide the best response to industry skills and provide students with more
options to specialized skills in the IT Job market

Strategically reworking the networking course flow will move toward greater certification
alignment for market relevance, preparing our students for the future.
